This avalanche was a hard slab of wind-loaded snow on a very steep (50 degree) slope with monster cornices
above. NE facing, 9700’, and likely ran Wed or Thursday (1/15 or 1/16) deduced from snow on debris. It was
cornice triggered and ran on the facets near the ground, propagated 300’ wide, 150’ vertical and 3-6’ deep.
